Proper firearm safety can mean the difference
between life and death. Over 600 people die in the
U.S. each year from unintentional gun shot wounds.
About 150 of these are children.

Even more people are accidentally wounded every year by guns - over 14,000
adults and over 2,500 children. Prevent tragedy - practice gun safety!

Rules of Gun Safety

Keep firearms
unloaded when
they are not in use.

Treat every gun as if
it were loaded and as
if it could fire at any
time.

Always keep the
gun pointed in a
safe direction.

Fire only when you
know where your
shot is going, what it
will strike, and what’s
behind your target.

Only touch the trigger
when you are ready
